Each student is required to complete an online search of jobs that would fit with your current
training here in the Clinical-Counseling Psychology Program at Assumption College. More
specifically, you will focus on professional jobs for which students in our program would either
be qualified for or at least potentially eligible for (e.g., need to have an LMHC or be “license
eligible”). In other words, your job search should include jobs you would be eligible
immediately upon graduation and at some point in the future when you are licensed. This
assignment is due for our class meeting on_6/12 and will serve as a primary topic for class
discussion. This assignment accounts for 15% of your grade.

At the very least, include the following categories in vour job search (using an Excel

spreadsheet, or similar format, is highly suggested):

Salary range and/or average/median salary.

Sources of your information (you should have multiple sources).

Remember: This assignment will need to be completed by class on 6/12, as you will use
your information for class discussion.

Important to note: Although “quality” is certainly important, for this assignment,
“quantity” is also important as it demonstrates time and effort in your job search.
